At Sandringham East Primary School we aim to fulfil our vision to provide students with the
highest quality education, empowering them to optimise the necessary talents and skills to fulfil
their dreams, talents and ambitions. Sandy East is a coeducational school located 15 kilometres
SE of the city centre of Melbourne. The vast grounds at Sandringham East are surrounded by a
serene sanctuary. The front gate area has been developed through the generosity of
Sandringham Rotary working with the school community - we are a uniquely safe school with
our main building providing a barrier to the street. The facilities have been developed during
2008 to support student learning and sustainability initiatives such as the chicken run, oriental
garden, indigenous garden and vegetable patch which have made a big impact on the school.

The majority of our students are from the immediate locality. Sandringham East Primary School
borders Sandringham College Senior Campus and enjoys a supportive partnership with the
college. The majority of students speak English as their first language at home and 14.5% of
families (39 families and 52 students or 14% of the school enrolment) receive the Educational
Maintenance Allowance (EMA).

Our unique Cook and Care program also offers support in times of crisis and need for individual
families. Parental participation in school activities and programs, including fundraising ventures,
school environment maintenance and development and curriculum and classroom support
programs, is greatly valued. The significant contribution of the school community to the building
of a library resource centre is well recognised and provides a wonderful resource for students.
Interactive Whiteboards are installed in all classrooms in the school as well as the library and
Japanese rooms. Fifty portable notebooks have been purchased to support the existing stand
alone computers in every classroom.

At SEPS we believe protecting our environment needs to be of paramount concern to the whole
community. We are a Waste Wise school supporting the protection of our environment and its
sustainability. Environmental problems and social issues are explored so students will develop
an awareness of their responsibilities to society.

Our school priority encompasses teaching and learning with a target for students to:
Think. Imagine. Become!
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Academic results at Sandy East compare favourably to Schools with like Student Family
Occupation and the State benchmarks, which shows excellent student achievement progress.
Our teaching team are dedicated and committed to the expectation that our students continue to
achieve to their best. The school has achieved accreditation as a Performance & Development
Culture School. Professional learning is a high priority for teachers. We were fortunate to have

the experience of a Teaching and Learning coach for one day a week in 2008 who supported
teachers, particularly in Maths and Science and in implementing On-line testing.

School Councillors always make a significant contribution to the management of the school
through development of policy and leadership of committees. Parents play an integral role in
the education of our students through voluntary help in classrooms, on excursions, camps,
sports days, bike education, working bees, hunger busters, uniform shop, canteen, newsletter
production and head lice inspections.

A Volunteer Reading Assistance program involving community members provided reading
support to many year 1 students.

Student enrolments - The chart below shows the total school enrolments for the year being
reported, in addition to enrolments for the preceding two years.

Total students enrolled in school
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2008 saw a maintenance of enrolments with only a difference of 5 students.

40 students ( NOT including year 6 graduates) transferred out during or at the end of 2008 for
varying reasons........

10 students overseas, 2 interstate, 4 moved to private schools, 15 relocated to Govt schools,
1 to a specialist school and 8 students to unknown destinations.

13 students transferred into Sandy East throughout the 2008 school year.

Our prep enrolment had 11 fewer students in 2008. A successful transition program and a
perception by the local community that Sandy East continues to be a great school, well thought
of within the Bayside community is positive for our enrolments. Our great space, student
learning and wonderful community focus is always commented upon. We look forward to
enhanced facilities through the Building Revolution which will improve the learning environment
for our students.

Teacher Absence - Total teacher absence is gained from the school level report and
will not be available until April/May 2009

According to our school records the average number of sick leave absences per
teacher was 6.6 days which was a reduction from the previous year.

Teacher Retention - Of the 21 teaching staff at Sandringham East at June 2007
(including those on leave without pay), 90% were still at the school at June 2008. This
figure across all Government schools was 84%.

Teacher patrticipation in professional learning — All teaching staff have participated in
professional learning throughout the year. The Induction/Mentoring for beginning
teachers program ensured new staff were familiar with the school’'s procedures and
programs. Whole school Professional Learning, matched with individual professional
development, has been a major focus at Sandringham East. All staff are given optimum
opportunities to access a large range of professional learning activities to enhance their
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growth, which in turn leads to improved student learning. All Staff are encouraged to
constantly update their professional qualifications, knowledge, skills and current teaching

and learning practices in line with the Victorian Essential Learning Standards, our own
Teaching and Learning document and Principles of Learning and Teaching - PoLT.

PoLT was implemented throughout the school in 2008 by the four trained teachers with a
good take up by colleagues.

Many hours of Professional Learning were completed by staff with a focus on teaching
and learning using our coach, colleagues and specifically focussed workshops and
conferences. A whole school focus on the effective integration of interactive
whiteboards allowed teachers to share expertise in house, with many school hours
devoted to this by Trudy Gau and Kendra Parker.

Our critical friends Rob Vingerhoets (Numeracy) and Julie Shepherd (Literacy)
commenced work with us late last year and will continue with modelling and planning
throughout 2009.

The Teaching and learning coach, Bryony Lowe, attended SEPS one day a week and
quickly became an integral part of our staff. Her expertise was highly valued thoughout
the year but somewhat limited as a great amount of time was directed to establishing the
role with DEECD training. Bryony and all staff reported that this program was an
outstanding success, however we were not selected again in 2009 as there are other
schools in greater need of this fantastic initiative.

Of course, a great deal of professional learning was completed out of school hours,
which demonstrates a significant commitment by our teaching staff.

School Council ensures that an appropriate budget enables staff to continue their
professional learning which in turn improves the quality of teaching for our students.

Teacher Qualifications — All teachers in Victorian Government schools are registered
with the Victorian Institute of Teaching.

99% of our students achieved at or above the expected achievement in reading,
speaking and listening, number, measurement, chance & data.
98% of our students achieved at or above the expected achievement in writing.

Our teaching team are dedicated and committed to the expectation that our students will
continue to achieve to their best. Learning teams plan curriculum together and continue to
develop their skills through a continuous focus on professional development and further
learning. Our focus centred on the provision of ICT resources, interactive whiteboards and
notebooks in particular, to enhance teaching and learning
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I am fortunate to have such a supportive leadership team, with all leaders enthusiastically
working to provide the best learning environment and programs for our students.

School Councillors continue to make a significant contribution to the management of the school
through development of policy and leadership of committees. Each committee met monthly to
focus on improvement and development. Facilities, under the leadership of Andrew Newton,
have done an amazing job in development of the water tank installation, chicken run, oriental
garden, vegetable garden and indigenous garden. Andrew manages to engage the parent
community with particular skills and expertise as well as sourcing materials from the wider
community — an amazing achievement which is very much appreciated.

| thank retiring members Rachel Nott and Alison Clarke for their contribution, commitment and
dedication to fundraising — working hard to ensure that we can afford the resources for our
students. Our ICT area is extremely well resourced because of this fundraising.

Steve Pleasants has shown great leadership as School Council President and | appreciate his
wise counsel and commitment to further improve SEPS.

Parent volunteers continue to play an integral role in the education of our students through
voluntary help in classrooms, on excursions, camps, sports days, working bees, bike education,
hunger busters, uniform shop, canteen, school banking, newsletter production and head lice
inspections.

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School Council President Report 2008

Another year in the life of Sandringham East Primary School seems to have flown by. A whole
number of activities affecting our school have moved through the process at School Council and
I would like to thank all of the team for working closely together in order to achieve a positive
outcome for our school. All of the agenda items that we work through are destined to provide a
more effective and positive learning environment for all of our children and it is pleasing to see
the benefits being realised. We are lucky at Sandringham East to have such talented and
committed teaching staff. We have been recognised as a school that excels in the use of ICT
which is helping to prepare our children for a world which will be very different from the one that
we live in today. The contribution of families through formal contributions, trust funds and
fundraising has assisted in the provision of resources. These allow the teaching staff to use the
latest technology and teaching methodology for an enhanced learning experience which will
prepare our students for their future.

Some of the major activities worked on by School council in 2008 have been:
Construction of chicken shed and run, complete with 10 laying hens. This has provided
many activities within the curriculum such as Art and Maths.

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Student Learning

The performance of our students in the areas we have targeted is very pleasing.... however
there are always improvements to be made as we endeavour to ensure that students
continuously improve and achieve to their best.

Overall student results (Prep -Year 6) for VELS (Victorian Essential Learning Standards) show
that:
99% of our students achieved at or above the expected achievement in reading,
speaking and listening, number, measurement, chance & data.
98% of our students achieved at or above the expected achievement in writing.

English

In the University of NSW English Competition, 2 high distinctions , 5 distinctions, and 11 credits
were awarded to students in Year 4 and 6.
The English NAPLAN data indicates that the school m  ean for:
Year 3 Reading and Writing was above the State
Year 5 Reading was level with the State
Year 5 Writing was above the State
Student participation rate was 98% for all English NAPLAN tests.

The English results at both year 3 and year 5 indicate that they are above the State and mostly
compare favourably to the SFO percentile range. Reading is the strong point in year 3 and
grammar / punctuation is performing best in year 5.

The professional learning and sharing of expertise in literacy has been valuable, however
further professional learning that targets exemplary teaching practices in writing and spelling
through our critical friend Julie Shepherd will prove beneficial. The 2009 Annual Implementation
Plan addresses Writing and Spelling as targeted areas for improvement. Continued moderation
between teachers and use of on demand testing within and outside the expected level will
ensure consistency of judgements.

Speaking and Listening - more than half of year Prep and 4 were working above their

indicative level of achievement, with all students in Prep, year 1,4,5,and 6 working at or
above expected levels.

Mathematics

In the University of NSW Maths Competition, 7 distinctions and 21 credits were awarded to
students in Year 4 and 6.

Student achievement against the VELS indicates that:
Number — in years prep, 4, 5, and 6 all students were working at or above their indicative
level of achievement.
Number — over 50% of students were achieving above expected levels in years 4, 5, and
6
Measurement, Chance and Data - all students in years prep, 4, 5, and 6 were working at
or above their expected level of achievement.
Measurement, Chance and Data — a third of all students in years prep, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6
were working above their expected level of achievement.

These results indicate that the Early Years Numeracy Program is providing students with a solid
mathematical foundation that can be further developed as they move through the school.

The Mathematics NAPLAN data indicates that:

Year 3 Numeracy was above the state mean with 61% of the students who participated
working at or above their indicative level of achievement.

Year 5 Numeracy was above the state mean but requires a greater percentage of
students to be achieving much better.

Class sizes have been below the recommended 28. Specific maths tuition has been
implemented through the year 5 / 6 Maths Club focusing on supporting as well as challenging
students in their maths. Teachers will continue to develop their understandings of the VELS
continuum and progression points to ensure accurate assessment of student ability. On-
Demand testing and scaffolding testing will further establish accurate assessments of where
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students are at. Teachers will further develop their use of assessment maps encompassing the
“of, for and as” assessment techniques. Moderation will be a focus with teachers comparing
assessments between all students in the level. Teachers will focus on targeting student’s
specific learning needs and developing strategies to direct future learning through the

information gained from assessment. Individual learning plans for students with specific needs
will set learning goals for the year.

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The Transition Program — Kinder to Prep

We provide many opportunities for parents to become familiar with the learning and school
culture at Sandy East. A tour with the Principal/Assistant Principal allows prospective parents to
become familiar with the programs and activities offered. Regular school visits by parents were
ongoing throughout the year on a one to one basis with the Principal, or nominee, and all staff
enthusiastically embraced discussions about their programs throughout the school.

The Developmental Curriculum was trialled after much research and work with critical friend
Kathy Walker. This program provides students with a “hands on” approach to their
investigations and provides a smooth transition from pre-school activities.

Parents were surveyed to establish whether the 2008 transition program was successful. From
the prep parent survey (completed in Feb 2008) there was high degree of satisfaction, with 93%
of parents happy with the preparation that the transition program gave their children for school.

From the prep parent survey (completed in Feb 2009) there was high degree of satisfaction,
with 96% of parents surveyed happy with the preparation that the transition program gave their
children for school.

Liaison with local pre-schools continues to be positive and the prep teachers have established a
great working partnership with their pre-school colleagues.

Once enrolled, students enjoyed opportunities to experience lessons in the prep classrooms as
well as in Performing Arts, Visual Arts, Japanese and Physical Education. Their visits to the
school certainly made them familiar with the school and their time in their classroom with their
class teacher assisted with preparing them for their prep year, which was a great experience for
them.

The Buddy program gives prep students a year 6 buddy to work with on a variety of projects
throughout the year.

A consistent enrolment date ensured that enrolments across the Network were due at the same
time in August so that more accurate budget and staff planning could occur.

The Transition Program - Year 6 to Year 7

We are fortunate that we continue to enjoy a positive partnership with our next door neighbour -
Sandringham College. Our close proximity is a bonus for the Sandy East community as we can
be involved in programs such as drama, science and literacy with students from the College.

The year 6 transition days at Highett Campus also provide our students with a taste of
secondary schooling programs and expectations. Many students return to Sandy East to share
their experiences at the beginning of each year.

Our involvement with the Network ensures that we have links with Mentone Girls School and
Brighton Secondary College as well as Sandringham College. This has widened with the new
network structure in Beachside which sees us working with Melbourne High School as well as
MacRobertson Girls High School.

Student Engagement and Wellbeing

Average number of absent days per student —  Schools present and discuss the average
number of absent days per student headcount across the school.

Average number of absent days per student in 2008 was 13.4 days, an increase of almost 2
days per student from 2007. There has been an increase of almost 3 days over the last three
years.

This means that the average student, over their 13 years of schooling, will be absent for 174
days almost one complete school year — missing a lot of valuable learning time.... a staggering
amount of learning lost!!

All classes except year 1 and year 5 increased their absences since last year, and four classes
were above the State Mean — a concern which parents need to address along with support and
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encouragement from the school. “It's Not OK To Be Away” strategies will be implemented to
encourage improved attendance.

However we recognise that many of our student absences are parent choice as holidays and
overseas trips are taken during school terms. Our policy to follow up absences ensures that
students are at school whenever possible. Research states that student learning can only occur
with time on task thus attendance is a crucial factor in learning.

Students' school connectedness  — Schools present and discuss the school connectedness
data from the Student Attitudes to School Survey focussing on well being, teaching and learning
and student relationships.

The attitude of students increased slightly in the areas of student morale, student distress,
teacher effectiveness, teacher empathy and school connectedness. A larger increase was seen
in classroom behaviour and student safety. However a decline was seen in student perceptions
of stimulating learning, student motivation, learning confidence and connectedness to peers.

Student attitudes are generally below what we would expect considering the programs,
teaching, resources and school environment we present at Sandy East.

To verify these results the students were surveyed in the PoLT (Principles of Learning and
Teaching) student survey, which were much more positive, as seen in the graph below.

The You Can Do It! Program continues to be implemented with the ‘Keys to Life’ — Resilience,
Confidence, Getting Along, Persistence and Organization continually reinforced.

The Behaviour Management Policy was further reviewed and developed with a focus on zero
tolerance for inappropriate behaviour.

In May the decision to allow Joanna Whitby to lease the school canteen was ratified. Joanna
began operations in Term 3 2008 and currently holds a lease to continue operations for the
duration of 2009.

Thank you to Steve Pleasants, Matthew Pinczes, Louise Rae and Deb Couturier for their
work during this process.

Since this arrangement has taken affect, the canteen has run smoothly and efficiently and is
well utilised by both students and staff. The canteen operates Wednesdays and Fridays for
morning tea and lunches. The menu provides a variety of foods which are mainly green, with
some hot foods being amber. This is in accordance with the Go For Your Life Canteen Policy
(Victorian Government).

As well as the Canteen, 2008 was a busy year for Special Lunch Days. Our thanks goes to
Joanna Vasiliakis and Lorraine Di Donato who organised these days, along with the many
volunteers that helped them. There were a total of 4 special lunch days, with an additional
Pink Finger Bun morning tea for Breast Cancer awareness. These lunches managed to
raise an additional $1,008.

Community Partnerships Committee 2008

Publications and Reporting

In 2008, Sandringham East continued to receive excellent publicity in all the local media. In
addition to this we also placed advertisments promoting Sandringham East keeping interest
in our school with continued strong enrolment.

Grants

We applied for a few grants this year and | am pleased to say that we were successful in
being granted $50,000 through the Green Vouchers program from the Federal Government.
This grant was made available to schools to install a water conservation system. This
funding allowed us to install our rainwater catchment tanks and install the necessary
plumbing to irrigate parts of our green areas.

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Facilities Committee 2008

2008 saw a great transformation to the school environment through the following
endeavours:

The establishment of rain water tanks

Envirocare Solutions successfully quoted and installed ten tanks at various sites around the
school grounds following the receipt of a government grant. All the tanks are fed from the
school’s roofs and each tank combination has its own pressure pump which feeds to a tap
located close by. The largest group of tanks (120,000L) is supplying water to the automatic
sprinkler system on the school oval and to the vegetable patch. The four other tank
combinations are being used to water gardens within close proximity. Special thanks go to
David and Michelle Smith and their team at Envirocare Solutions for their excellent service
and installation.

Canteen Re-fit

With the need to update the layout of the canteen to provide the new operator with an
improved facility, it was decided to purchase a new fridge and to re-arrange the cupboards.
These changes were necessary in order to install an oven, gas hob, range hood and a new
dish washing machine, all very generously donated by a SEPS family, who would like to
remain anonymous.

Establishment of a new SEPS vegetable garden

With a great deal of help from SEPS parents and very generous local businesses as well as
the support of the School Council, we have been able to build a very impressive vegetable
garden. The “veggie patch” had its first season in 2008 and gave our students, teachers and
parent community a great deal of enjoyment and vegetables for all.

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Chicken Run.
Once again with the School Council's support we were able to establish a chicken run behind
the grade one class room. This area was not able to be utilised by SEPS students because
of its position being out of supervision eyesight.
With the acquisition of second hand materials and donations of fencing, timber, plumbing and
windows supplied by RYLOCK we built a very cosy chook pen for our 10 Rode Island Red
Crossed chickens, who are now laying one egg each per day. The eggs are being sold from
the office for $4.00/dozen.
Special thanks go to David Barry who did a great job building the chicken house, the chooks
really love it! Also, to Andrew Fraser for running the water to the enclosure which provides
the chickens with water automatically.
We have been very lucky to get great support from PET STOCK in Boundary Rd Braeside,
who supply all chook food free of charge.
The chicken pen has been well received by all at SEPS and continues to attract a lot of
interest.

Prep Sand Pit (PREP — PIT)

With the removal of the large tree next to the grade one class room it was suggested by Mrs
Walton that we establish a Prep sand pit because of its close location to the Prep
Classrooms. The new sandpit area has been a hit with the preps and siblings.

Prep Art room
After a request by the Prep teachers to establish an area where the Prep students could

explore their artistic flair, it was decided to convert the old shelter shed into an art studio.
With the blessing of the School Council, work commenced and it is now being used for art
activities.

Grade four Indigenous Quiet Area

Mrs Anderson, Ms Roberts, and Mrs Abbott and the year 4 students, as part of their studies
into Indigenous Australians, suggested that an Indigenous Quiet Area be established close to
the grade four classrooms, and that the students have input into the design and features of
the area. Part of the design would feature grade three and four art work in the Aboriginal
style. Mrs Anderson raised the proposal at School Council who approved the establishment
of the garden/sitting area. The garden has been in use now for a few months and seems to
be a popular meeting area, especially for grade four girls. Grant Bell kindly offered to supply
and install native plants in the surrounding garden beds, which will finish off and really add to
the landscape. An added bonus to the area was the re- discovery of a plague which
commemorated the 50th anniversary of the end of the WW 2, which certainly adds
significance to the areal

Oriental Garden

This project had been suggested in the early part of 2008, but was only started, after School
Council approval, at the end of school year. Ms Casonato had suggested that the area
behind the grade two portable would be a good place to build an Oriental garden, as it was
an unutilised area and handy for the LOTE room and other grades to use.

Work started in December and has only been recently completed. Many materials used were
provided free of cost and some kindly donated. The large pavers and sandstone blocks were
donated by URBAN STONE in Bay Road, the grey pavers and volcanic rocks were donated
by Mrs Walton, the gates and other ornaments were donated by local residents. Mrs Lee
very kindly gave the project a tree which is a feature of the garden and Ms Casonato
supplied some beautiful Azaleas. Special thanks goes to Russell Bennett, a grade one
parent, for his tireless work doing some great paving work and being so enthusiastic both
with this project and the grade four landscape. The Oriental garden has two areas for
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students and teachers to use as they require and can be used independently or at the same
time. Teachers have been issued with keys and are keen to start using the area.

Working Bees
As part of the facilities committee involvement we attend each year level working bee to

assist with co-ordination of works undertaken on the day. The aim is to try to achieve some
priorities with regards work being done. It is hoped that this involvement will help to introduce
more parents that may be able to assist in other facilities work in the future.

I would like to take the opportunity to thank Mrs Walton, Mrs Anderson, all the teachers and
staff, parents, Steve Pleasants and the SEPS School Council for the support shown to the
Facilities Committee, without which none of the above worthwhile projects could have been
achieved.

Out of School Hours Care - Brighter Life “Kids Club " 2008

Sandringham East Primary School provides this service for the children of parents who
require additional care for their children outside school hours. The company Brighter Life Pty.
Ltd. are contracted to provide this care. There has been a primary carer employed who
works four out of the five days. The service is usually frequented well in the afternoons,
however there are very few students attending before school.

During the year there was a discussion night about issues where parents came to give
feedback and this was then passed on and implemented. There is a one page update each
week in the school newsletter to promote the activities for the following week.

The children are provided with a snack and a program with a range of activities. The children
have the option of completing their homework during this time or joining in an organised
game, either inside or outside. There are also craft and cooking activities as well as suitable
videos.

Parent & Friend’s Association 2008

The Sandringham East Primary School PFA (Parents and Friends Association) is a group of
parents, carers and grandparents involved with the school. The PFA focus is on welfare -
enriching school life and having fun, being a member of the school community, local area
community and the wider world. We aim to provide an additional communication link between
the school leadership team, staff and families. We encourage all to be involved whether on
an occasional one-off basis for a specific event or those who work behind the scenes weekly
covering various tasks. Everyone is welcome! Events and meetings are a mix of day and
evenings so all people can find time to be involved. Fundraising is not part of the PFA
mandate — this role is covered by a separate Fundraising Team within School Council.
However, the PFA supports all areas of school life with our access to people-power! There is
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usually some sort of event or activity happening each month and we coordinate with other
school activities so we don’t overload the children, staff or the parents!

Monthly meetings involve catching up with what’s going on in the school, organising events,
or sometimes having a guest speaker. The Principal and/or Assistant Principal attend every
meeting and take the opportunity to inform us about happenings in the school. Meeting
minutes are included in the school newsletter so that all school parents stay informed.

Regular Programs

The Cook and Care Program ran all year on an “as required” basis. This confidential service
offered a helping hand with meals, rides to school etc for school families in acute or chronic
need. A team of dedicated volunteers can be mobilised when necessary to ensure we look
after those in our own community.

The Head Lice Program ensured experienced volunteers regularly checked children. Advice
was provided on egg removal and head lice prevention.

School Banking offered the opportunity for the children to develop saving habits without
incurring banking fees. This program also earned the school a service commission.

Book Club also earned commission from sales of books and other education resources to
students. This provided the new school library with many books.

Communication with the school community was maintained each week by a team of regular
parent helpers who collated and printed the newsletter.

A wonderful culture of co-operation within the Class Parent Representative group shone
through in the way the reps successfully managed a very busy year. Activities ranged from
morning teas, dinners, special events, teacher birthday recognition, excursions and a myriad
of other tasks.
